CONTAGION WRITING ASSIGNMENT-

Worth 3 lab grades (1.5 test grades)

You will create a pandemic pack. You will include 10 items that have the following qualities:


Must be something you already have in your house


Must fit into a regular sized backpack


Must pertain to preventing transmission of the disease or treating of disease (remember- you are not being told what causes the disease- ex protist) 

It can not be different types of the same thing.
So, if I said reese’s peanut butter cups, hershey’s chocolate bars and m&m’s, I would not receive credit a) because they are all variations of candy and b) they have nothing to do with preventing transmission or treating a disease.

You must also include what a pandemic is, what can cause a pandemic, what factors in a microbe will cause it to be more likely to develop into a pandemic and WHY you chose each item in your pack and how it would be used – including the scientific principle behind why you chose it.

We will be watching Contagion to help understand the nature of a pandemic- you can use this for ideas, but you must also consult your notes and/or your textbook and/or the websites I listed in chapter 20 notes for reliable microbe information. Use the rubric on the back of this and remember that
