Chromebooks

LAB DAYS

When performing a lab, all backpacks, 
pocketbooks, sweatshirts must be placed 
ON TOP of the tables.

You will get a lunch detention if I find your 
materials on the floor during a lab.



NO CELL PHONES!!!

Cheating

cheating.



Missed work
YOU are responsible for making up any 
work. If you miss a lab, you must arrange to 
make up the lab (after school) or get the 
data from your lab partner.
If you miss a test, you can come after school 
Tuesday or Thursday, or wait until the date 
of the next test. If you chose to take it during 
the next test day, you will only have the 
period to take two tests



Homework

The homework is posted on the front board, 
on the homework website, on the calendar 
and a sheet will be posted Monday outside 
the door for you to take with the week’s 
activities and homework. If work requires 
access to a computer, it is your responsibility 
to arrange that in order to meet the due 
date. Technology failures are not an 
acceptable excuse for missing assignments.

classroom

BOTH names must be on the top of the doc. Failure 
to do so will result in only one person getting credit 
for the lab.
You must use the template.

• YOU are responsible for the lab report. If your 
partner is supposed to, but does not complete the 
lab, there is no recourse. You are always welcome to 
hand a lab report in individually if your lab partner is 
unreliable.
